*Built upon the faith, dedication and talents of its generations-rooted parishioners, St. Theresa Church,
Kekaha has grown not only with the artwork and musical compositions of Henry Taeza, but if you look up
inside the church, the wrought iron work was done by Arthur Kruse. La Salette Father Arnel Soriano
gave Martha Sialana Kruse a special blessing on her 95th birthday. 6 generations of the Sialana’s worked
in the sugar cane fields and helped grow St. Theresa Church and School.

*Franciscan Sisters of the Neumann Communities, Sister Candida Oroc and Sister Florence Remata
are from West Kauai. Sacred Hearts of Jesus and Mary mission in Waimea is over 100 years old. In a
brief remembrance at the church, Dominican Sr. Malia Dominica shared Sr. Florence’s story of how the
pastor would gather the children from Waimea in his station wagon and take them to St. Theresa School.
Sacred Hearts is gearing up for its 75th anniversary in 2016.
